Entries close and must be postmarked by March 16, 2011. Post entries will be accepted at
listed fee plus $5 per class (minimum of $25 post entry fee for a new horse) up to March 30,
2011. After March 30, post entry penalty is $10 per class (in addition to class fee) (minimum
of $35 post entry fee for a new horse), subject to the deadlines listed below. Leadline classes
may be post entered without penalty up to post entry deadline times.

STABLING

Permanent box stalls with doors will be available at a fee of $110 each. No bedding will be
provided by the show. All horse stalls must be bedded with shavings. No straw is allowed on
the grounds. Feed and bedding may be ordered from the Del Mar Feed Store at the fairgrounds.
Call 858-509-5245 to pre-order bedding or feed. Payment must be made directly to the Del Mar
Feed Store. Grooming and tack rooms are available at a fee of $110 each. Tack rooms may have
concrete floors and/or regular entry doors. Each animal must be assigned a separate stall (except
broodmares with suckling foals) unless no stall is requested, in which case a grounds fee of $25 per
horse per day shall be charged. A stall or grounds fee must be paid for every horse entered.
Removal of stall, groom or tack room doors will incur a $100 per stall charge plus damages.

"Stable me with" requests will only be considered if indicated on the entry form. If you have any
special requests or considerations, submit them on a separate sheet with your entry.

Exhibitors wishing to be stabled together must submit their entries together in the same envelope.
Assignment of stalls is entirely at the discretion of the Barn Manager. Horses must be placed in
stalls assigned and no changes will be permitted without the express consent of the Barn Manager
Assignments will be made as fairly as possible on the basis of many considerations, including
sponsorship support, number of horses, past participation in this show, optimum use and conve-
nience, show decor, time of receipt of entries, ring use, number of classes entered and access
considerations. We ask your cooperation in these assignments and once assignments have been
made, please do not deviate without the specific approval of the Barn Manager. A $50 per day
charge for the use of any stall or tack room by anyone other then the exhibitor assigned to same
will be charged to the user.

STABLE AVAILABILITY

Stalls will be available Wednesday, April 6, and must be vacated no later than 7:00 am Monday,
April 11. Exhibitors MAY NOT use straw for bedding. Exhibitors planning an earlier arrival (prior
to Wednesday) or a late departure must request the early arrival or late departure with the Barn
Manager. While every request will be considered, those requests will need to be approved by the
Del Mar Fairgrounds before the Barn Manger can authorize the request. All fees associated with
early arriveal or late departure must be paid directly to the Del Mar Fairgrounds at the rate of $35
per stall or grooming room per day. The Barn Manager will be on the grounds commencing
Wednesday, April 6, and thereafter throughout the show. Noticeto early arrivals - all arenas will
be closed to exhibitors until Thursday morning, April 7.

SHOW OFFICE (Phone 858-509-5172)

The show office will be open Thursday, April 7, from 9:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. (with a short
lunch break starting at approximately 12:30 p.m). On show days the office will be open from 7:00
a.m. until after the last class of the day (with posted lunch and dinner breaks) and will remain open
afier the last class of the show for approximately one hour.

POST ENTRY POLICY

Any post-entries submitted at the show after the deadlines shown on page 6 may be accepted at
Secretary’s discretion, and will be assessed an additional late fee of $10 per class. Any entry which
shows in a class in which it was not properly entered will be charged double the class entry fee.
To be properly entered, the class must have been listed on the original entry form or on a properly
submitted ADD-A-CLASS form in the horse show office prior to the class.

PRIZE MONEY
Prize money will be paid by check at the time of class awards and will be divided as shown below.
No prize money will be awarded for classes with less than three horses showing.

$50 Championship Classes Ist - $30, 2nd - $20
For concurrently judged classes $50 will be awarded for each judge’s placing.



TROPHIES AND RIBBONS
Trophies will be awarded to first and ribbons to 6th in all classes except AHA Equitation medal
classes will receive a medal for first (if 3 or more entries show in that class) and ribbons to 8th.

PARKING AND TRAILER AREAS

Specific areas have been set aside for parking of horse trailers or vans of exhibitors reserving stalls.
Special parking areas will be available for exhibitors showing from trailers. Motor-bikes and
motorcycles are prohibited on the fairgrounds. Because parking is limited in the barn area,
exhibitors will be issued a limited number of parking permits for the stable area.

CLASS CALLS

Due to unforeseeable problems with any mechanical device, the PA system and paddock calls must
be considered a courtesy. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to be sure that his horse is at the
gate at the prescribed time. Every effort will be made to maintain a working PA system to carry
class calls; however, no protest will be upheld, nor will any class be changed on the basis of PA
malfunction alone.

NUMBER OF ENTRIES IN CLASSES
Show committee reserves the right to cancel or combine classes with less than 3 entries. If entries
warrant, large classes will be divided or split as deemed appropriate by show management.

REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS

Horses shown in the Arabian division must have been issued a certificate of registration from the
Arabian Horse Registry of America, Inc., and/or the Canadian Arabian Horse Registry or, if under
one year of age, be eligible for registry and registration applied for (Exception: AR236.1) and must
be entered under their full registered name. Horses shown in the Half-Arabian/Anglo-Arabian
section must have been issued a certificate of registration from the Arabian Horse Association
(AHA) in the Half-Arabian or the Anglo-Arabian Registry or, have been issued a Canadian Partbred
Arabian Registry certificate of registration, and must be entered under their full registered name.

A legible copy of the entire registration papers showing proof of ownership for each horse
entered in the show must be submitted with the entry form or a $10 per late registration paper
fee will be imposed. In the case of a contract sale or lease, it is required that a copy of the sale
contract or lease (containing registered name and number of horse, date and signature of the seller
or lessor) be submitted with the copy of the registration papers.

RULES

This Horse Show is conducted in accordance with the rules of the US Equestrian Federation,
Chapter AR - Arabian , Half-Arabian and Anglo-Arabian Division. The official Rule Book of the
Federation will prevail for this show. This Prize List is based on the Rules of the current
Federation Rule Book; any changes or corrections of rules will automatically become a part of this
Prize List. Each participant in this show is responsible for a knowledge of and is subject to the
USEF Rules. Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the
current USEF Rule Book will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith. Questions not
covered by USEF Rules shall be decided by the Show Committee and its decision will be final.

AHA MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENT

At least one Owner, any Trainer, Driver, Rider, or Halter Handler (including junior exhibitors) or
any agent that signs the entry form as the responsible person for any individuals’s horses at the
show must be an AHA Adult or Youth Member with Competition privileges or Business member
(if horse is owned by farm, corporation, trust, partnership, etc.) and show a copy of a current
competition membership card or pay a single event fee of $35.00 per person.

(Exception: Entries in walk-trot classes ONLY are exempt from AHA membership requirement).



LOCATION OF CLASSES

Show management reserves the right to hold classes, or portions of classes, on the grounds outside
the main ring if it is found necessary to do so or to change and modify the schedule of events as
necessary to accommodate the entries received.

SCRATCHES AND RIDER/DRIVER/HANDLER CHANGES

If a new rider is added or changed from the original entry, the AHA and USEF Waiver Agreement
on the back of the Rider Change Form in the show office MUST be signed prior to their entry in
the class. As a courtesy to the volunteers working the gate, exhibitors are requested to fill out and
turn in a Scratch Form at the show office when it is necessary to miss a class entered.

CANCELLATION OR SUBSTITUTION OF ENTRIES

To encourage early entries, the management agrees to cancel and refund all fees for any horse not
fit to show provided written notice is given the Show Secretary on or before entry closing date.
Exhibitors cancelling their entries for any reason after the official entry closing date shall forfeit
entry, office and miscellaneous fees. Stall, tack and groom room fees (less $25 per stall
cancellation charge) will be refunded for horses that need to be scratched if written or faxed
notification is received by barn manager AND show secretary no later than March 30. Afier
that date, all fees will be forfeited for cancelled entries. No substitution of horses will be permitted
except as provided in USEF GR1506. No exhibitor may withdraw horses from the show after it has
commenced, or remove them from the grounds, without the permission of the Show Secretary.

USEF MEMBERSHIP RULE

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at
Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined
Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions
and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner,
lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage
Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a
$30 nonmember registration fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the
requirements of this rule: 1) leadline, 2) exhibitions, 3) games and races, 4) classes for 4-H
members, 5) walk-trot and academy classes (Academy classes are classes limited to horses used
regularly in a lesson program), 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille
classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions; 8) Opportunity classes; 9) citizens of other
nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own
National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in
Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.

INDEMNITY & NON-RESPONSIBILITY CLAUSES

All entries are accepted with the understanding that the Tierra Del Norte Arabian Horse Associa-
tion, the Desert Arabian Horse Association and the 22nd District Agricultural Association, State of
California will not be held responsible for any loss, damage or injury to any horse exhibited or any
article of any kind. All horses shall be under the control and direction of the Show Committee; but
solely at the risk of the Exhibitor, who will be responsible for any loss, damage or injury to any
person, animal or property occasioned by him, his agents or employees, or by any animal owned
or exhibited by him, and shall indemnify the Tierra Del Norte AHA, the Desert AHA and the 22nd
District Agricultural Association, State of California against any and all loss, damages and liability
thus occasioned, including, but not limited to, any and all legal costs, including attorneys fees,
which may be incurred as a result thereof. The submitting of any Entry Form to the Show
Secretary shall constitute an acceptance by each person signing same of the provisions herein set
forth.

TWO MINUTE RULE

In classes where horses compete collectively, after the warning is issued that competitors are given
three minutes in which to appear at the in-gate ready to participate, the in-gate must be closed two
minutes after the first horse enters the ring.

MOTORIZED VEHICLE RULES

Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle
in the state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind
including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the
competition grounds of recognized competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may
operate the above described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with
a valid driver’s license. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s),
guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties
may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competition
grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being fild agains any of the above
individuals in accordance with Rule 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for
individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.

DOGS
The State Humane Officer requires dogs to be confined or on a leash at all times and are not
allowed outside the barn area. Dogs are not allowed in the grandstand or show office area.
